TEMPLATE FOR THE FULL APPLICATION

This Canada-India Call invites proposals for bilateral Partnership Development Activities in sectors identified in the call for proposal documents.

Bilateral Partnership Development Activities (PDAs) aim to generate new or expand existing research and technology-based partnerships between two countries. PDAs may take the form of scientific seminars, conferences, symposia and workshops, as well as other joint initiatives that involve exchanges amongst scientists, technical experts and academics.  They bring together researchers, developers, industry leaders, subject matter experts and other stakeholders from a minimum of two jurisdictions to explore novel models of R&D collaboration, and innovative ways to work cooperatively on technology solutions to existing problems.

In the complete proposal, GITA and ISTPCanada aim to acquire a detailed overview of the proposed bilateral partnership development activity. It is important to be clear and concise when filling each section so to best present the merit of your project in an effective manner. For detailed information on what can be covered in each section, you must refer to the Joint Partnership Development Activities Guidelines and for deadlines and submission instructions refer to call for proposal document. Please find below an application template for proposal submission.

Please note that the applicant provided text for the proposal cannot exceed 10 pages excluding budget.

Executive Summary (Max. Length 1 page)

The executive summary should provide a compelling and concise overview of the objectives, target outcomes and the value proposition of the proposed PDA. It should describe the proposed activity including the area of science, technology or business focus; the opportunity or challenge it aims to address; the nature of the target participants and relevant expertise and capabilities; the type, duration and location of the activity; and how the PDA supports a broader strategy for bilateral R&D collaboration.  



Part 1: Objectives and Expected Outcomes (Max. Length 1/2 page)

This section should:

· Define the objectives, value and anticipated outcomes of the proposed PDA, including how the proposed activity or event will explore, identify or establish a bilateral R&D relationship in the proposed area.

· Describe potential future R&D or business collaborations that could result from the proposed activity.

· Describe the potential downstream economic benefits to both countries that could result from new or expanded R&D collaborations in the proposed technology area. 



Part 2: Organizers (Max. Length ½ pages)

This section should:

· Identify key Indian and Canadian PDA organizers, with the lead individual and institutional affiliation at top; applications must provide the following contact information for co-organizers: name, title, institution, address, phone number, email address.

· Provide a brief description of the key expertise of each organizer (in relation to the proposal).

· Summarize key experience, performance and achievements of related initiatives.



Part 3: Contributing Organizations (Max. Length ½ page)

This section should:

· Identify all other Indian and Canadian organizations that will contribute to, or participate in, or support the proposed PDA.

· Provide a brief description of the mandate and key expertise of each participating organization (in relation to the proposal).



Part 4: Expected Participants (Max. Length 1page)

This section should:

· Describe the expected participants (sectors and fields of research) and their relevance to the proposed PDA.

· Articulate the target type (domain expertise, sector, scientific discipline) and total number of attendees; including anticipated academic researchers, industry and government representatives and investors.

· Explicitly identify whether the proposed activity will engage young researchers; please note that additional merit will be given to the activity that involves students, emerging researchers and scientists.

· Highlight the anticipated participation from other countries; proposals with a view to establish multilateral R&D collaborations are encouraged. 



Part 5: Activity Description (Max. Length 1 – 2 pages) 

This section should:

· Provide an overview of the rationale for this activity: technical, market or business drivers for the PDA.

· Define the key challenge or problem the PDA aims to address and the area of innovation to be explored during the event. This may include limitations of existing technologies, key challenges facing the associated sectors, market challenges, barriers to innovation etc.

· Describe the novelty and quality of the proposed activity.

· Scope of the collaborative event; this may include how the project addresses, leverages research resources, brings together researchers from different scientific disciplines and/or industrial sectors, and/or facilitates the physical exchange of students, faculty or other research talent between Canadian and Indian universities.

· Format of the proposed collaborative event, including content outline and type of activities (panel discussions, presentations, demonstrations etc.) and the duration of the proposed event.



Part 6: Activity Plan (Max. Length 1-2 pages)

This section should provide a complete PDA work plan and supporting Gantt chart. 

The plan should define:

· Key roles, responsibilities and accountabilities of organizing personnel

· Deliverables

· Key milestones, dependencies and schedule

· Financial and human resources required to deliver the PDA and how they will be managed.

· Key risks and mitigation strategies



Part 7: Activity Budget

All PDAs must garner a significant financial contribution from both countries, reinforcing the value of a bilateral collaborative approach and symmetry of effort. Each activity should include a budget for the Indian and a budget for the Canadian component of the PDA. The applicants must provide the total eligible cost of the PDA and the funds sought from each country-specific delivery agency. Indian PDA leads will request funds from GITA ;Canadian PDA leads will request funds from ISTPCanada. Applicants must identify all the anticipated expenditures to be incurred in the organization and conduct of the PDA.

Attached are the sample budget tables for the Activity Host, Activity Guests and a Table for sources of funding. Applicants are invited to expand on these templates, and creating new line items (if needed) for additional expenditures, participants or funding sources that may not be captured in these templates.

For those PDA applications that propose more than one activity (for example, one event in India and a second in Canada), the proponent must provide a complete budget (i.e. PDA Host, PDA Guest and Table of Funding Sources) for each activity. Please refer to the Application Guidelines for Partnership Development Activities to get detail information on the budget items.

Budget for the PDA Host

In the host activity budget sheet, the proponent must indicate the country of the host activity. Indicate the eligible cost of each item regardless of the source of funding. The eligible expenditures for the activity host includes the cost to organize and conduct the event, hospitality costs for the guest country attendees, local travel for the activity and cost to cover the key participants in the host country.

Budget for the PDA Guest

In the budget sheet, the proponent must indicate the guest country for the activity. Indicate the eligible cost of each item regardless of the source of funding. The eligible expenditures for participants from the guest country include: airfare, visa application, per diem for the meals (if they are not covered by the host) during transit and in the host country.

Table of Funding Sources

Please provide all sources of funding for the activity. Indicate clearly the amount contributed by each partner. 

Eligible Indian participants (Academics and eligible government institutions) can request up to 100% of the activity budget. 

Canadian applicants can request up to 50% of eligible cost of the activity from ISTPCanada up to maximum of $25,000. The total budget must have 25% contribution to the activity from non government sources (meaning the total funding for the activity from all government sources including ISTPCanada cannot be more 75% of the eligible cost). Canadian applicants will be reimbursed based on the invoice that is submitted with the final activity report at the conclusion of the PDA. The financial invoice must be accompanied by original receipts for all claimed expenditures, including: boarding passes and invoice for the in-kind contribution (such as venue, audio video equipment etc). This is required to verify the eligibility and authenticity of each expense. For more details on eligible Canadian expenditures, please refer to the Treasury Board Guidelines.
